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“Cricket is one of the great things that connects New Zealand and Indian cultures, so 
we’re very excited to be enhancing that connection while inviting Indian students to study 
in New Zealand,” says Robert Stevens, Chief Executive of Education New Zealand. 
 
The organisation has set up a Twenty20 tournament involving five prestigious schools in 
Delhi with the aim of drawing attention to New Zealand as a destination for Indian 
students. It is hoped that another tournament will be held in Mumbai later this year.
