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 2010 Familiarisation Visits – Contestable Fund
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As part of Air New Zealand’s commitment to the export education sector, the airline is offering travel to the value of $200,000 across the Air New Zealand network to the export education industry.  The objective is to assist with attracting approved Education Agents and Media to visit New Zealand.  The programme is designed to increase awareness of New Zealand as a study destination in key offshore markets.

Education New Zealand will be undertaking an inbound agent and media programme throughout 2010 in line with Depth Market Promotions.  Information about these Familiarisation Visits is available at www.educationnz.org.nz/familiarisation-visits.  The programme is budgeted to cost approximately $140,000 in Air New Zealand flights.  
A separate contestable fund totalling $60,000 of Air New Zealand international and domestic flights is available to industry/industry groups by request. The contestable fund will be administered by Education New Zealand.

The following Terms & Conditions apply and must be met in order to secure the sponsored airfares.
1. The proposed travel must be undertaken prior to 30 November 2010.

2. Travel proposals should not duplicate the existing planned ENZ familiarisation visits.

3. Travel is applicable for Air New Zealand international Pacific Economy class inbound travel to New Zealand and New Zealand domestic flights only. This is subject to appropriate seat class availability.

4. Each inbound visitor must be either an offshore based Education Agent (New Zealand based Agents are not eligible to take part), with priority given to accredited New Zealand Specialist Agents. Alternatively, a media representative or journalist may be considered.

5. The maximum size of a group is ten (10) travellers; the minimum group size is three (3).

6. For media representatives, freelance journalists must have evidence of a firm commission and written confirmation from their Editor must be supplied.  Articles are to be published no later than March 2011.

7. All media must mention Air New Zealand’s network, including domestic, in-flight product
, website and lead in fare
 details. Copies must be submitted to Education New Zealand.

8. Priority will be given to travel from the following markets: Japan, China, Korea, USA, Canada, the United Kingdom and Continental Europe.  Flights such as those from Vietnam, Thailand, Indonesia and Malaysia do not connect easily to the Air New Zealand route and as a result, will not be considered.

9. All domestic ground arrangements are the responsibility of the organising/host body. This includes, but is not limited to, items such as airport departure levies, Government taxes relating to flights in and out of New Zealand, connecting flights and associated costs to the Air New Zealand departure point, ground transport, accommodation and meal costs.  Hosts may also wish to consider insurance and other incidentals. 

10. All applications will be considered by Education New Zealand in the New Year.  The outcomes will be final and no correspondence or discussion will be entered into.
