Activity Introduction 

The Australia / New Zealand Education Fair is being organised by New Zealand Trade and Enterprise (NZTE) and Austrade. Whilst Korea is an excellent market for New Zealand, we have been unable to get sufficient traction to run a New Zealand specific event. The Combined Fair has run successfully for the past three years and has proven very successful for participants, attracting good public support.

The organisers are aiming to inform more Korean students about the prospects and opportunities of studying in New Zealand and Australia. Participating institutions will have the opportunity to recruit students directly.

NZTE Seoul will initiate a diverse range of publicity and promotion to ensure a successful event. Support ranges from online websites through to brochures, newspaper advertising and other related material.

This is a New Zealand (only) Education Fair, funding has been focused at attracting visitors to the event rather than creating a New Zealand pavilion.  Please take your own marketing material such as display stands and posters to decorate your area.

Sector Recommendations
English language courses have always been a large part of this market and this is likely to continue as the economic situation continues to strengthen. New Zealand continues to attract high school students due to its safe reputation and quality schools.

The Fair this year is open to primary and intermediate schools for the first time.  

There is potential for all sectors to attract students from South Korea. Tertiary institutions offering programmes as diverse as business, arts, hospitality and IT will find opportunities in this market. 

Holding a fair such as this helps establish better recognition of New Zealand as a world-class provider of educational services.
