Activity Introduction 

The CCIEE fairs will be held in Beijing, Harbin, Chengdu, Shanghai, Nanjing and Shenzhen from the 14-29 October 2006.  Participants are free to arrange their own combinations of exhibiting cities and do not need to commit to the full tour.

The CCIEE fairs are approved by the Ministry of Education of China and sponsored by China Education Association for International Exchange (CEAIE). CEAIE is one of the two main operational education agencies under the Chinese Ministry of Education, so supporting their activities means institutions are directly supporting New Zealand's education relationship with China.

Sector Recommendations

China remains an extremely important market for New Zealand education providers. Focusing on regions outside of Beijing, Shanghai and Guangzhou is seen as a strategy that provides an opening to institutions that do not have a hold in this market. It is also an opportunity for those institutions already active in China who would like to diversify their sources of Chinese students and find potential partnership in local regions.
