Activity Introduction 
The New Zealand Education Fairs are being organised by New Zealand Trade and Enterprise (NZTE) and Education New Zealand, with NZTE Delhi again having principal in-market coordinating responsibilities. 

In 2006 two series of fairs are proposed: A smaller series in April, and a larger series in early to mid September.
NZTE New Delhi will initiate a diverse range of publicity and promotion to ensure a successful event. Support ranges from online websites through to brochures, newspaper and radio advertising and other promotional activities.

Sector Recommendations
India is mainly a postgraduate market. However, through constant promotions by New Zealand and competitors the undergraduate market has also started evolving. Presently we can categorise North and West India as a mix of undergraduate and postgraduate students (40:60 ratio). South India is mainly a postgraduate market but is now seeing signs of a developing undergraduate market (75:25 ratio). East India contributes very small numbers in the overall market but does generate extremely high quality students.

Student numbers looking at overseas education are expected to increase gradually. The industry estimates some 200,000 Indian students will be going overseas for tertiary education by 2015.

· Co-ordination by Education New Zealand and New Zealand Trade and Enterprise

· Enquiry service for serious enquiries

· NZTE staff on-site 

Additional Costs
