Activity Introduction 

The New Zealand and Ireland Education Fair in Tokyo this November is a joint event organised by New Zealand Trade and Enterprise (NZTE) and the Embassy of Ireland also involving Education New Zealand, Enterprise Ireland and Tourism Ireland.  This is a joint venture approach to increase the opportunity to promote our countries as a destination for education, where traditionally the United States and UK dominate.
This event will be held in the Mainichi Newspaper Building (Palaceside Building) in Tokyo, very well located in the Marunouchi Business District.   The Takebashi Station is on the basement floor. 

The two-day event enables participants to meet with prospective students, agents and institutions. The fair will be widely promoted through websites, the media and other advertising channels.

Sector Recommendations
Contrary to last year’s New Zealand, Ireland and Canada fair which was for degree providers only, this event will be opened up to all sectors.  The English Language and Secondary Sectors in New Zealand both attract strong numbers of Japanese students, so it is a great opportunity for them to be able to attend this year.  This fair targets students who are seeking options for study destinations, aiming to provide them with information on what New Zealand institutions can offer. 

The fair also helps agents to broaden their knowledge of the education markets, enabling them to provide quality counselling to prospective students. It is also an opportunity for Japanese institutions to talk directly with fair participants about possible linkages. 
The fair schedule will be similar to last year. On the first day it will be open for the agents and Japanese schools/universities, then from early evening to the public.  Then on the 3rd being a National Holiday the fair will be open to everyone. 
Participation Costs
The participation fee covers:

· Table display for up to two people
· Space for own display stands etc

· An ENZ designed and produced, branded poster
· NZTE staff on site

· Enquiry service for serious enquiries

· Event promotion 

Additional Costs 
All representatives cover their own accommodation, travel and daily expenses and provide their own promotional materials. Education New Zealand will organise a consolidated consignment to save on costs.

Related Events
This Education Fair is part of a series of activities in North Asia around this time, including education fairs in Russia and Korea.
Summary
The idea behind this Fair is to increase New Zealand's profile in Japan. Because of the size of the Japanese market, it is hard to get individual traction. Working with another country offers a way forward. However, the success of this event is entirely dependent on whether it can attract institutional support.
