Activity Introduction 
Spain is not as yet a major market, however it is apparent that there is a broad interest from New Zealand institutions in obtaining more Spanish students.

In Spain agents are key marketers for English language courses. However, New Zealand is not a destination that is strongly promoted by local agents. NZTE Madrid is of the opinion that a major reason for this is the lack of understanding amongst Spanish agents of what New Zealand has to offer Spanish students and its points of difference from other English language destinations.

To broaden the understanding of the New Zealand market and increase Spanish student numbers, Education New Zealand and NZTE propose to invite a maximum of four Spanish agents to visit New Zealand institutions in late 2005 - suggestions for the most appropriate dates are requested.

It is the intention to formally invite for the first time interested agents from ASEPROCE, the Spanish Overseas Course Promoters Association. It is estimated that ASEPROCE members sell around 75% of overseas courses in Spain.

Sector Recommendations
English language courses are where over 90% of the demand from Spain lies. Schools that can offer a diverse extra-curricular programme, particularly of sports and recreation, have an added benefit.

Because of the nature of these markets, we suggest that the benefits of this visit will be maximised if it is based around regional host groups comprising institutions that can offer flexible English courses, rather than individual visits to schools. This would have the advantages of focusing agents' attention and providing logistical efficiency. 

It also gives us the possibility of tailoring the regional visit around each country's agents, by having different institutions involved with each sub-group.

Participation 
Institutions can participate in this agents visit in two ways:

· Individually (a two-hour visit at the cost outlined above)

· Collectively, as part of a regional group or informal cluster

However, as noted above, we strongly suggest that the cluster approach be used for this visit.

The scope of each of these options is set out in the introduction to this year's plan. The intent behind the regional or cluster option is to allow more time for the agents to get a better 'flavour' of the educational and social opportunities that are offered by both the participating institutions and the locality in which they are situated.

An informal cluster may be a group of institutions that have come together for the sole purpose of expediting this visit.

Please read the introduction section on Regions/Clusters to ensure that you understand how this option works.

The development of the regional/cluster option has meant that places may be limited for participation in these visits. Preference is given on a 'first in' basis, within the overall cohesiveness of the programme.
